Questions and Answers 

 

Q. Will the student get more financial aid if a 

computer allowance is requested? 

A. The computer allowance changes the amount of your 

estimated cost  of attendance.  Even if you have 

additional resources, like UT&E, Voc. Rehab., 

scholarships, etc., it may only make the difference in the 

amount of student loans you are offered.  Loans require 

a credit rating report and approval before being 

awarded. 

Q. Will the Financial Aid Office buy the 

computer for the student? 

A. No.  It will be up to the student to budget their money 

and purchase their own computer. 

Q. What if the computer costs more than the 

allowance? 

A. The computer allowance is for a maximum of $1000.  If 

the computer costs more, it will be up to the student 

to budget for any extra. 

Q. What if the student wants a scanner, 

camera or other computer equipment? 

A. The computer allowance will not be increased. 

Q. Where does the student buy the computer? 

A. The student may purchase a computer from any source 

of their choice.  The UCC bookstore can help you with 

a computer purchase. 

Q. Can the student build their own computer 

or buy a used one? 

A. Yes.  It is up to the student 

to work out the details of 

the computer purchase. 

   

Umpqua Community College provides 11 computer labs 

with more than 240 computers available to students for 

their use.  This means you may not need a computer in 

your home to complete your assignments.  However, an 

allowance for the cost of a home computer can be added 

to your Cost of Attendance once during your lifetime of 

attendance at UCC. 

 

Adding the computer allowance does not mean you will 

receive separate funds to purchase a computer, but  an 

allowance up to  a maximum of $1000 for the purchase 

of a computer can be included in the standard budget to 

determine your financial aid package.  This may or may 

not make a difference in the total aid you are offered.  If 

it does make a difference, it will more than likely be an 

increase in the offer of a student loan if you are eligible.   

You  will not receive a check to buy a computer, nor 

will the Financial Aid Office purchase a computer for 

you.  The money you are awarded will still be disbursed 

on a term by term basis.  It will be up to you to budget 

this money to purchase your computer. 

 

No changes to add a computer allowance to your student aid 

budget will be accepted after you have submitted a signed 

award notification to the Financial Aid Office.
