STUDENT APPLICANTS AND HIGH SCHOOL COUNSELORS: Scholarship applications must be received in the Umpqua Community College Scholarship Office by the deadlines specified on the scholarship announcements.

Make a master application by completing all information except the name of the scholarship, your cumulative GPA (may change each term), signature and date section.  Photocopy as many sets as needed, then go back and put in the name of each, GPA, sign and date each application.
